    1   품사

1. 명사 (名詞: Noun → n.) : 사물의 이름을 가리키는 말

2. 대명사 (代名詞: Pronoun → pron.) : 명사를 대신해서 쓰는 말

                                   (앞에 나온 명사나 뒤에 올 명사를 지칭함)

3. 형용사 (形容詞: Adjective → a.) : 사물의 상태를 묘사하는 말

4. 부사 (副詞: Adverb → ad.) : 동사, 형용사, 그리고 다른 부사를 꾸며주는 말로서, 

  장소, 방법, 정도, 시간, 등을 나타내는 말

5. 동사 (動詞: Verb → v.) : 사물의 동작을 나타내는 말

6. 전치사 (前置詞: Preposition → prep.) : 명사 앞에 놓여서 다른 낱말과의 관계를 나타내는 말

7. 접속사 (接續詞: Conjunction → conj.) : 단어와 단어, 구와 구, 절과 절을 연결해 주는 말

8. 감탄사 (感歎詞: Interjection → int.) : 슬픔, 기쁨, 놀람 따위의 감정을 나타내는 말이다.

사람, 사물, 특성, 상태, 장소 등의 명칭을 나타내는 단어

2. 명사의 역할

문장에서 주어, 목적어, 보어로 쓰인다.

birds can fly very fast. (birds = 주어역할)

A teacher is scolding Yong-nam. (Yong-nam = 목적어역할)

Tom is a student. (student = 보어역할)

3. 목적어의 올바른 이해

목적어를 꼭 “을”/“를”로 해석하는 것은 아니다. 목적어는 “에게”라고 해석될 수도 있다.

Jane gave me a banana.

Yong-nam gave her red roses.

1. 전치사란

명사 또는 대명사 앞에 위치하는 단어 (우리말의 “조사” 역할)

2. 전명구(전치사 + 명사)의 유의점

① 전치사 다음에는 반드시 명사가 와야 한다. 따라서 전명구를 잘 묶으면 영어가 쉬워진다.

② 전치사 다음의 명사는 전치사의 목적어 역할을 하기 때문에 항상 목적격을 쓴다.

Look at he.(X) → Look at me.(O)

③ 전치사와 연결되는 명사는 주어가 될 수 없다.

(In the morning) the birds sing.
